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P RE FACE 

As valurne XI of Vejledende Arkivregistraturer the Danish National 
Arehives in 1962 published an inventory of the records in the 
Foreign Department of the German Chancery until 1770. lt also in­
cluded an inventory of the arehives of the Privy Council1670-1770 
and of records on foreign policy in the arehives of the Danish 
Chancery until 1676. The elaboration of this work Iasted for many 
years. Arthur G. Hassø, archivist, prepared agreatpart of the type­
script, which was finished by Erik Kroman, chief archivist. The 
registration work foællng the basis of the inventory had been car­
ried out by C. S. Christiansen, archivist, and L. Laursen, later Direc­
tor of the Archives. 

This comprebensive archival material illustrates Denmark's re­
lations with foreign powers. Foreign politics are an interplay between 
two or more partners or their counteracting. The Danish archival 
material can thus also highlight the foreign policy of other nations, 
and it furthermore frequently furnishes partielliars about their inter­
nal affairs. For a nurnber of years Denmark has been able to carry 
out a comprebensive photographing in foreign arehives of archival 
material throwing light upon foreign nations' relations with Den­
mark, thus opening up better possibilities for Danish researchers to 
take up the study of foreign politics. By publishing an English trans­
lation of the inventory of the material on foreign policy befare 1770 
in the Danish National Arehivesit is our confident hope that foreign 
researchers will in the future to a greater extent use the compre­
bensive and valuable Danish material illustrating international re­
lations and affairs. 

The size of the work is smaller than that of the Danish edition on 
which it has been based. The comprebensive introduetion has been 
reduced, and some of the more particular explanatory notes were 
omitted or cut down. The work is complete as regards the records 
themselves, all parcels and all valurnes having been included. 

The recently deceased chief archivist Aage Rasch took the 
initiative for the publication of this work. He adapted the manuscript 
for translation. This was made by the transiator of the National 
Archives, Mogens Møller, M. A.

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INTRODUCTION 

The present inventory of the arehives of the Danish Direction of Foreign 
Affairs until 1770 is a scrnewhat abridged translation of the Vejledende 
Arkivregistraturer XI: Tyske Kancelli Il, Gehejmekonseilet 1670-1770; 
Danske Kancellis udenrigske Afdeling til 1676 (1698); Tyske Kancellis 
udenrigske Afdeling til 1770 v; Arthur Hassø og Erik Kroman, pub­
lished in 1962 by Rigsarkivet. This inventory was the result of many 
years' registration work. Arneng the participators in this work were 
L. R. Laursen, archivist, later Director of the Archives, as well as espe­
cially C. S. Christiansen, archivist, who on his retirement from the 
Danish National Arehives in 1938 had worked out an almost complete 
card index and also surveys of the history of these archives, the proce­
dure and a guide to the use of them. 

From 1942 till 1948 Arthur Hassø, archivist, prepared an epitome for 
printing and finally this typescript was completed from 1959 onward by 
Erik Kroman, D. Phil. chief archivist, with the aid of the archivists 
Emilie Andersen, J. O. Bro-Jørgensen and Kr. Hvidt. 

The abridgement, made by Aa. Rasch, chief archivist, has reduced 
the introduetion and the explanatory notes on the various volumes, no 
entry having, however, been omitted. The translation has been made 
by A. Rindom Thomsen, senior master, M.A. and Mogens Møller. 
M.A.. the latter being besides mainly responsible for the proofreading. 

Outline of the history of the Direction of Foreign Affairs 
l. Until 1670. 

In the Middle Ages the Danish central authorities were in rather an 
undeveloped state, their centre being the Royal Chancery under the 
direction of the King's Chancellor. He was also responsible for the 
foreign correspondence, which in the late Middle Ages was conducted 
in German for Germany, in Danish for Sweden, for the rest of Europe, 
however, in Latin. After the Danish King had in 1460 become sovereign 
of Holstein, the Ducbies of Slesvig and HeJstein were administered in 
German and a special German Chancery began to evolve, which for 
language reasons took over correspondence with Germany and the 
Western Powers in Europe, whereas the Danish division, the Danish 
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Chancery, retained correspondence with Sweden and Russia, because 
it was conducted in Danish. On the whole there was, however, no pro­
nounced consistency in the administration of foreign affairs during this 
period. 

The oldest preserved regulations for the German Chancery date from 
the times of King Christian II (1513-23), to the effect that the leading 
official of the Chancery should daily relate the matters to the King and 
h\"ar his decision on these. The leading official, who during a short 
period was called German Chancellor but usually had the title of 
Secretary or First Secretary, was also to be responsible for the keeping 
of the letters received from abroad and the more important parts of 
other correspondence received. The letters sent were to be registered, 
i.e. entered in letter-books, if they were of importance. Only two such 
registers from this period have been preserved, a Latin letter-hook from 
1506-12 and a German one from 1537-38, but a regular series starts in 
1540, the so-called "Auslandische Registranten", which is kept in Ger­
man. A corresponding series of Latin letter-books starts in 1563 and 
ends in 1683. At times specialletter-books of the correspondence with 
individual countries were kept, e.g. Sweden, Russia, England and 
France. The drafts of the letters sent have been arranged in chronologic 
series, among these drafts are some letters which were not entered in 
the letter-books. 

The letters received were either just as the drafts arranged in chro­
nologic arder or in special files together with other documents. From 
the period befare 1670 only a few rec('lrds of this kind have, however, 
been preserved. 

2. 1670-1771. 

As part of the administrative reforms after the introduetion of absolute 
monarchy in Denmark in 1660 the Direction of Foreign Affairs was 
reformed according to instructions of July 26, 1670. At the same time 
it was stressed that the officials should attend to a careful registration 
of outgoing matters and to the filing of letters received. 1t is a faet that 
the arehivesafter 1670 are in a considerably better state of preservation 
than before. An obstacle to researchers is, however, that foreign affairs 
until 1676 were not only dealt with in the Foreign Department of the 
German Chancery but also in the Danish Chancery, the sphere of 
which was in that respect extended for personal reasons, because the 
leading Danish statesman during that period, Peder Schumacher Grif­
fenfeld, as head of the Danish Chancery transferred same affairs to his 
department. An inventory of the Foreign Department of the Danish 
Chancery has thus been inelucled in the present volume. 

Guidanee on the use of the arehives 3 

After the downfall of Griffenfeld in 1676 the administration of for­
eign affairs was concentrated in the Foreign Department of the German 
Chancery, the day-to-day conduet of affairs of which were according 
to new instructions of May 30, 1676 assigned to a Chief Secretary, who 
officiated during the whole period. 

From 1670 onward a Privy Council had existed, soon becoming an 
essential part of the discharge of foreign affairs, an intermediate author­
ity between the Chancery and the King, in which foreign affairs were 
dealt with, aften in the presence of the King. Because minutes were at 
times kept of these meetings and the arehives of the Council comprise 
same reports on foreign questions, the inventory of the Council ar­
chives has been inelucled in the present volume. 

According to the Royal decree of December 24, 1770 the German 
Chancery was formally abolished, being reorganized as the Department 
of Foreign Affairs, which existed until 1848, when its name was 
changed to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Concerning foreign affairs 
after 1770 no printed inventory is available as yet, card indexes and 
other aids are, however, to be found in the reading room of the Na­
tional Archives. 

Guidance on the use of the archives. 

As mentianed above there are consecutive series of letter-books and 
drafts for these, but already from circa 1600 the principle had been 
followed to arrange the other records of these arehives according to 
countries, this principle having in the main been maintained at all Iater 
regroupings. 

On doing research in the arehives it is to be recommended to start 
consulting the letter-books, which were kept in several series befare 
1676, because same countries, as mentianed above, had been separated 
from the main series, but from 1676 onward there are two series only, 
i.e. "Auslandische Registranten" (Foreign Registry) and the "Geheime 
Registratur" (Secret Correspondence) with connected series of drafts. 
The Secret Correspondence is for political affairs proper the more im­
portant of the two series. Most of the drafts are, however, to be found 
in the valurnes concerning the separate countries. 

This "special part", arranged according to countries, starts with mat­
ters regarding relations with the Emperor and the German Imperial 
institutions (with which Denmark had much to do, because Halstein 
belorrged to the German Empire), continuing with the various German 
countries in alphabetic arder and then with the rest of the European 
countries, also alphabetically. The series ends with Turkey, being sup­
plemented by some countries that were outside Europe proper, i.e. the 
Barbary States, Tartary, Hungary, Transylvania and Wallachia. 

Within each country with which correspondence has been of rather 
considerable dimensions it has been divided into the following groups: 
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A I. Letters from the head of the State concerned (whether a prince 
or a council). 

A IL Documents regarding political relations with the country con­
cerned in general, i.e. documents concerrung negotiations with 
its ambassader to Copenhagen, prcliminaries to treaties and 
other matters of politics. 

A III. Trade and shipping matters (where such exist), various docu­
ments and copies. 

B. Relations from the Danish ambassader and other Danish diplomats 
in the country concerned, arranged in strict chronologic order. 

C. The Danish legation arehives from the country in question. 

There are furthermore 3 separate groups of rather great importance, 
i.e. page 25 ff. Sundries until 1770. The principal groups are Realia, 36 
volumes, which have always been placed in groups arranged according 
to subjects, and AusHindische Privatsachen, page 25. Finally Embassy 
Accounts have been placed as a supplement page 192 ff.

UNTIL 1676 (1698). 

Books and documents concerning foreign countries filed under the des­
ignation "Foreign Department af the Danish Chancery" have presum­
ably been kept and dealt with in this chancery. No doubt this is true 
af the valurnes Russian and Swedish Acta and, broadly, af the order­
hook 16i3-69 and the index for foreign affairs, but it a/so seems to 
apply to books containing imperial German, English, French, Dutch, 
Polish and Spanish affairs, at any rate until the year i673. in the 
subsequent period tao they convey the impression af having been kept 
in the Danish Chancery. 

All documents until i676 under the headings Russia and Sweden, 
which for practical reasons have been marked as belonging to the Ger­
man Chancery, to which they passed from the above year, also fall 
under the Foreign Department af the Danish Chancery. 

As regards the expedition af dispatches an foreign affairs, it should 
be mentianed that dispatches in Danish were generally conducled 
through the Danish Chancery and those in German and Latin through 
t.he German Chancery. 

From the letter-books mentianed below it appears that the idea was 
that all ingoing letters and outgoing dispatches concerning the principal 
countries (the Emperor, certain German "Liinder", England, France, 
Poland and Spain, besides Russia and Sweden) were to be entered in 
special books and the rest in a book an foreign affairs in general, but 
this plan was not carried out, and thus the registering af these years 
bears the stamp af desultoriness.

Originally the Reichstag (Diet) was not held in any particular town, but 
from 1663 onwards the Town Hall of Regensburg became the perma­
nent seat. In his capacity of Duke of Halstein the Danish King sent 
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delegates to the Diet, and ever since 1663 there was a permanent lega­
tion at Regensburg. 

At the Reichskammergericht (Imperial Chamber), which since 1693 
resided at Wetzlar, Denmark was represented by an attorney or advo­
cate, who was immediately under the legation at Regensburg, to which 
he forwarded his relations and velurnes of documents, which constituted 
part of the alphabetically Iisted papers in the legation archives.
